1. INTRODUCTION

These courses are duly approved by the All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), New Delhi. 

Admission to these courses is offered on the basis of merit position of “ISTC Entrance Exam-2024”. 

The above intake in any course may be varied at the time of admission counseling. 

 

The above courses consist of one year of common training followed by another two years of 

specialisation in respective disciplines. Advanced diploma courses consist of further one year 

advanced training on specialised machines/equipments as per need of industry. The medium of 

instruction is English. 

 

3.1. FIRST YEAR COMMON TRAINING PROGRAM: Based on the merit in ISTC Entrance Exam, 

the candidate will opt for the desired available course. Training during first year will be common for 

all the above courses. After the common training in first year, the candidate will pursue specialised 

course as per their exercised option at the time of admission in the area of mechanical or electronics. 

 

3.2. DIPLOMA IN MECHANICAL ENGINEERING (Tool & Die): This three year (six semesters) 

course was started in 2013 based upon the new facilities created during ISTC modernization plan. There 

are 60 seats for this course. This course consists of three years of training in the area of Mechanical 

Engineering (Tool & Die). On successful completion of the training, the trainees will be awarded 

“Diploma in Mechanical Engineering (Tool & Die)”. 

 

3.3. DIPLOMA IN ELECTRONICS ENGINEERING: This three year (six semesters) course was started 

in 2013 based upon the new facilities created during ISTC modernization plan. There are 60 seats for 

this course. This course consists of three years of training in the area of Electronics Engineering. On 

successful completion of the training, the trainees will be awarded “Diploma in Electronics 

Engineering”. 

 

3.4. ADVANCED DIPLOMA IN DIE & MOULD MAKING: This course, started in 1977 with the 

collaboration of Government of Switzerland, is of four years (eight semesters) duration. There are 30 

seats for this course. This course consists of three year of common training of ‘Diploma in Mechanical 

Engineering (Tool & Die)’ followed by one year of specialisation in Die and Mould Making. On 

successful completion of the training, the trainees are awarded “Advanced Diploma in Die & Mould 

Making”.

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3.5. ADVANCED DIPLOMA IN MECHATRONICS & INDUSTRIAL AUTOMATION: This course 

started in 1996 is of four years (eight semesters) duration. There are 30 seats for this course. This course 

consists of three year of common training of ‘Diploma in Electronics Engineering’ followed by one 

year of specialisation in mechatronics & industrial automation. On successful completion of the 

training, the trainees are awarded “Advanced Diploma in Mechatronics & Industrial Automation”.  

 

4. ADMISSION PROCEDURE 
 

The admission is open to both Boys and Girls who have passed their qualifying examination (refer Para 

4.4) from recognised boards/schools in India. Admission will be granted on the basis of merit (refer Para 

6 & 9) in the Entrance Exam to be conducted by CSIR-CSIO on 07.07.2024 (Sunday). The Exam will 

be conducted at Chandigarh. 

 

4.1 Total number of seats is 180 out of which 27% are reserved for OBC, 15% for SC, 10% for EWS and 

7.50% for ST candidates. Vacant seats of appropriate categories will be filled as per Govt. of India 

norms. 

4% seats are horizontally reserved for specially abled Candidates (physically challenged with 

disability in one leg or one arm and partially deaf/ blind persons). The seats shall be filled as per merit 

list of the physically challenged candidates out of the seats pertaining to the category to which the 

candidate belongs i.e. General, OBC, EWS, SC or ST. These candidates would be required to 

produce a medical certificate with minimum 40% disability from Govt. Medical Officer 

authorised for the purpose. In addition, such candidates shall also provide the fitness certificate 

by the authorized medical practitioner / board recommending the candidate to be deemed fit for 

the skill based practical training at ISTC. 

 

4.2 Criteria for OBC Reservation: OBC reservation will be available as per Govt of India rules to non-

creamy layer only. For applying to avail reservation under OBC category, the candidates will be 

required to submit adequate proof / certificate, issued by the competent authority as may be prescribed 

from time to time in evidence of his/her not belonging to creamy layer. The criteria of creamy layer 

will be applied as may be prescribed by the Govt. of India (http://ncbc.nic.in/backward-

classes/index.html, http://ncbc.nic.in/html/creamylayer.html). The above proof / certificate should 

pertain to the financial year 2023-24 and certificate for the same be issued after 31.03.2024 only in the 

given format will be considered. 

 

4.3 Criteria for EWS Reservation: EWS reservation will be available as per Govt of India rules. The 

candidates who are not covered under the scheme of reservation for SC/ST/OBC and whose family has 

gross annual income below Rs 8.00 Lakh (Rupees eight lakh only) are to be identified as EWS for 

benefit of reservation for EWS. The income shall also include income from all sources i.e. salary, 

agriculture, business, profession etc. for the financial year 2023-24. Also candidates whose family owns 

or possesses any of the following assets shall be excluded from being identified as EWS, irrespective 

of family income: 

(i) 5 acres of agricultural land and above; 

(ii) Residential flat of 1000 sq. ft. and above; 

(iii) Residential plot of 100 sq. yards and above in notified municipalities; 

(iv) Residential plot of 200 sq. yards and above in areas other than the notified municipalities. 

The property held by a “Family” in different locations or different places/cities would be clubbed while 

applying the land or property holding test to determine EWS status. The term “Family” for this purpose 

will include the person who seeks benefit of reservation, his/her parents and siblings below the age of 

18 years as also his/her spouse and children below the age of 18 years. The benefit of reservation under

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EWS can be availed upon production of an Income and Asset Certificate issued by a Competent 

Authority in the prescribed format. 

 

4.4 Essential Qualifications: Candidate must have passed the Matriculation or equivalent examination 

with Mathematics, Science and English as subjects from any recognized school / board. Those who 

have appeared in the qualifying examination this year are also eligible to apply. 

 

4.5 AGE: Those born on or after 1  August 2005 (1  August 2002 in case of SC/ST candidates)   are 

eligible to apply. 
 

4.6 HOW TO APPLY ON-LINE:  

The application form is required to be filled on-line only.

The pattern of question paper of Entrance exam will be as follows: 

 The Entrance examination will consist of objective multiple choice questions. 

 The paper will consist of 100 questions. The duration of exam will be 100 minutes.  

 Each question will be of one mark. 1/4 of the mark will be deducted for wrong answer. 

 The cut off marks in ISTC Entrance Exam-2024 to call the candidates for admission are 25% for 

General/EWS category, 22.50% for OBC category and 20% for SC/ST category, 15% for PWD 

candidates belonging to General/EWS category, 13.50% for PWD candidates belonging to  OBC 

category and 12% for PWD candidates belonging to  SC/ST category. The comptenet authority 

of institute can increase or decrease the cut off marks of entrance exam for admission without 

assigning any reason.  

 

7. INSTRUCTIONS FOR ANSWERING THE QUESTION PAPER  

 

7.1. a) The candidate should write his/her name, roll number, etc and append signatures only at the 

appropriate space provided on the question booklet and answer sheet. Signatures or any other marking 

must not be made at any other place inside the question booklet or answer sheet. 

b) Candidates are advised to see their particulars in “Attendance Sheet” i.e. Category/DoB/Spelling

Choose the correct answer and fill the appropriate oval/circle with Ball Point Pen (Blue or Black) 

only in the answer sheet as shown in the example below. Darken only one oval/circle for each 

question, as there is only one correct answer for each question. If candidate darkens more than one 

oval/circle of same question then answer will be treated as wrong.

9. SELECTION PROCEDURE 

9.1 The final merit list will be prepared based on the performance/marks of ISTC entrance exam. Allocation 

of course will be on the basis of this merit list. In case numbers of seats in any course are filled, the next 

candidates will have the choice of only the course for which the seats are available.  

9.2 The candidates in order of merit will be called for counselling. Candidate should regularly visit  ISTC 

and CSIR-CSIO websites for updates. The candidates should satisfy themselves about the eligibility 

conditions of admission as given in Para 4 viz. Qualification, Age, Category, Physical fitness etc.  

9.3 PROCEDURE FOR ADMISSION: a) No separate counseling letter will be sent to the candidate
